to Trinity Church

Welcome
For God so loved the world that he gave his only Son, so that everyone who believes in him may not perish but may 
have eternal life. (John 3:16) 
 
As you read this, I will be away on vacation, so I thought it might be ok to share a reflection I wrote two 
years ago:  
 
John 3:16 is one of the most well-known and well-loved verses of scripture. In fact, the Reformation theolo-
gian Martin Luther called it “the heart of the Bible--the gospel in miniature.” If it's that important, then we 
should probably give considerable thought to what it means. To do that we might start by defining 
"believe” and “eternal life.” To believe is not just to intellectually assent to an abstract proposition. It’s not 
about being persuaded by a proof. To believe is not just an esoteric sense of faith in the supernatural. To 
believe is to trust. To believe is to give your heart, and to be in deep relationship with that something or 
someone you’ve given your heart to. To believe in the Son of God is to be in a relationship in which one 
has offered oneself to Christ, trusting that the offering is received with love, as much love as was offered to 
us on the Cross. This kind of belief may come spontaneously, but it is more often cultivated by spiritual 
practices such as faithfully participating in church, prayer, and the study of scripture.  
 
If we have cultivated this kind of trusting relationship with God, or at least we’re in the process of cultivat-
ing it, we’re told that we will have eternal life. But what is eternal life? Heaven is often thought of as a 
place where people go to be with God after they die, but the good news of Jesus is that the kingdom of 
heaven is at hand. The Reign of God may be most fully experienced in the life beyond this life, but the 
gospel also teaches us that it is here with us, now: God’s eternal life is in us and among us. The biblical 
scholar N.T. Wright, translates eternal life as “the life of God’s new age.”  
 
How are we being invited to share the good news of the life of God's new age right here in our lives 
today? The answer may be different for each of us, but the invitation is there for all.
